Sincere thanks for your generosity this Easter!
In addition to the Direct Debits which many of you use as your preferred 
method of giving to the parish, the collection in church was £612.08 and on 
the Card Machine you gave £291.00 giving a tremendous total of £903.08 
plus the Direct Debits. Very well done indeed.

This is particularly welcome since last year’s balance sheet saw a loss of 
£40,000. This was largely due to repairs to the main church roof, the 
confessional roof but the greater part was the somewhat frightening rise in 
our annual fuel bills, which is something that we are all very much aware of.
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
